Two
presidential suites and 166 spacious guest rooms have been remodeled
while the new full-service San Saba Spa tops the list of amenities
alongside a new 5,200-square-foot, glass-enclosed ballroom
overlooking the lake, a new chef for the acclaimed Travis restaurant,
two bars (Josie’s and The Back Porch), three tiers of lakeside swimming
pools with cabanas, the Poolside Grill, and 24,000 square feet of freshly

updated lakeside meeting rooms.
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Lakeway'’s leisure offerings takes advantage of its prime location and
well-developed relationships over the years, including Lakeway Marina
for sailing, boating, water skiing and other water activities, access to
four nearby golf courses and World of Tennis, for indoor and outdoor
tennis. Lakeway’s Camp Challenge for children, which includes week-

In all, it’s a grand return to the resort’s chic heyday when both Lady
Bird Johnson and Governor John Connally attended the 1963 grand
opening.

For those looking for a unique and fresh location for weddings,
celebrations of every kind and meetings, the new Glass Ballroom is
another highlight of the redevelopment. Perched atop the San Saba
Spa, the Glass Ballroom is a 5,200 square-foot glass-sided ballroom
that seems to float 150 feet above the lake and offer magnificent 180-
degree views both from the balcony and inside the ballroom. The azure
blue lake and the sparkling walls of glass combine to create a magical

atmosphere for parties and events that outshine any other in Texas.

Another significant addition to the Lakeway Resort and Spa is Texas
native Chef Bryce Murphree’s return to Austin after stints at the
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Crescent Club in Dallas and the Little Nell in Aspen, Colorado. The
Travis Restaurant serves continental cuisine with a southwestern kick.
“Our chef has created a series of menus as unique as our surroundings.
His artistry can be found not only in our new fine dining menu, but also
in the world’s best kid’s menu he personally created,” says Burns.
Guests can sample wine from an award-winning list on the balcony,
mosey into Josie’s, enjoy the sunset at The Back Porch lobby bar or

take a dive to the swim-up cocktail bar located in the adults-only pool.

The 166 revived guest rooms envelop Lakeway’s guests in
contemporary, calming comfort, with the resort’s signature Blissful
Beds, unique furnishings and state-of-the-art technology. Fashionable
earthtone colors, high ceilings and built-in dressers and desks
streamline the guest rooms and provide a spacious feeling to each
room. Complimentary WiFi, high-speed Internet access, a 32-inch flat
panel television with Nintendo, a coffeemaker with a selection of
Starbuck’s coffee and Tazo teas, VOS water, lighted make-up mirrors,
and digital clock radios are included in each guest room.

Two spacious Presidential Suites, the LBJ Suite and The Mansfield Suite,
feature a living room, dining area, kitchenette with refrigerators,
microwaves, icemakers and a service entrance, 42-inch televisions in
the living room, private balconies and king-sized Blissful Beds. Over-
sized bathrooms offer double sinks, a separate soaking tub and water

closet.
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Lakeway Resort and Spa offers many leisure activities, from water
sports launching from the Lakeway Marina to four challenging golf
courses and tennis. “Our location gives us the opportunity to offer
